Abraham Whipple
Audacity in the Atlantic

Despite the hardship and tragedies
of the American Revolutionary War,
there were extraordinary displays of
leadership and heroism amid the
battle for freedom. Abraham Whip-
ple is one excellent example of a man
rising to the challenge to fight for his
country's liberty under all circum-
stances. Born in 1733, Whipple pur-
sued his passion for sailing at a very
young age and later became a mer-
chant and extremely capable sea-
man. Whipple’s exceptional nautical
skills and bold courage proved valua-
ble to him as a true patriot for the
American cause. During the initial
stage of the Revolutionary War,
Abraham Whipple and his crew of
the small vessel Gamecock struck
the first blow against the English in
the naval front. The British
ship Gaspee was run aground near
New England when Whipple's men
arrived, slaying the British captain
and setting the Gaspee on fire. Sir
James Wallace, another British cap-
tain, wrote to Whipple in consterna-
tion saying: "You, Abraham Whipple,
on the 10th of June, 1772, burned
His Majesty’s vessel, the Gaspee,
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and I will hang you at the yard-
arm." Whipple calmly replied with
proverbial humor: "Always catch a
man before you hang him." On
account of this spectacular victory,
Congress later bestowed upon Whip-
ple the position of Naval Command-
er And supplied him with the frigate
Providence and a smaller ship called
Columbus. Following his promotion,
Commander Whipple became an
Atlantic terror to the British. He
was credited with countless cap-
tures of British ships and ran im-
portant communications

Between Congress and France. In
the summer of 1779, while sailing
the Providence and two other ships
named Ranger and Queen of France,
Whipple came upon a large British
fleet Stationed off the coast of New-
foundland. To avert his peril, Whip-
ple commanded his crews to hoist
the English flag on their masts. This
tactic proved so successful in deceiv-
ing the British that Whipple decided
not to sail away but instead attack
the enemy's fleet under the stealthy
proximity he gained. Without firing
any cannon shots, which would have
alerted the entire British fleet, the
Americans quietly seized ten British
ships through various means of de-
ception. Due to the magnitude of the
British fleet, no alarm was raised
when Whipple's men quietly slipped
away under the cover of darkness
with their prizes. The treasure cap-
tured from these ships amounted to
an extremely significant sum. Con-
gress recognized the value in Whip-
ple's achievement and commended
him for his excellent service. On his
final assignment, Abraham Whipple
was captured with his crew while
supporting the disastrous land-
based defense of Charleston against
the siege of British General Corn-
wallis. Released at the end of the
war, Whipple found himself in fi-
nancial turmoil and turned to
Congress requesting another posi-
tion in the Navy. Whipple was of-
fered an appointment on the ship
George Washington and most de-
servedly became the first to fly the
American colors in England. The
courage and daring of Commander
Whipple displayed in the Atlantic
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were essential for America’s efforts to
win her precious freedom.

Looking back at the history of the
revolutionary War, it seems logical
that Davis Ball should become in-
volved in the fight for independence.
By the time Davis Ball was born in
1759, his ancestors had created
quite a name for themselves in the
Newark NJ area. His father, Na-
thaniel Ball, was a blacksmith and
farmer in Connecticut Farms, NdJ.
His grandfather, Thomas Ball, was
a prominent member of the Newark
society. Thomas was also a Black-
smith and served as the Newark
Constable during at least one term
of office.  His great-grandfather,
Edward Ball, is somewhat of a mod-
ern mystery. Edward appears in the
records in 1664, when he married
Abigail Blatchley, the daughter of
Thomas and Susanna (Ball--no ap-
parent relation to Edward) Blatch-
ley. Edward signed an agreement,
on 30 Oct 1666, to join a group of
New Haven, CT people who were
going to establish a new town in
New Jersey called New Ark. Only
church members could sign the doc-
ument, so Edward was at least a
freeman. Edward received six acres
between modern Broad St and
Washington St in Newark. He later
added 78 acres to his holdings. Ed-
ward served as the Town Attorney,
Surveyor, High Sheriff, and other

political and legal positions. Davis
was born to Nathaniel and Esther
(Osborne) on 27 Mar 1759 in Con-
necticut Farms, NJ. He was the
youngest of 11 children. He married
Mary Hatfield in 1740 in Essex, NJ.
He continued as a farmer until join-
ing Capt. Townley’s Company, from
Elizabeth Township, Essex County, of
the 1st Regiment of the NJ Militia.
He signed the Company Muster Roll
on 29 Jun 1775 as a private. He
served in the Princeton and German-
town Battles. He was captured by
the British and taken to one of the
Sugar House prisons in New York
City. He deserted (escaped) from the
prison and returned home to recuper-
ate from the experience. In 1780, he
enlisted, as a private, in the Conti-
nental Army. He fought and was
wounded at the Battle of Yorktown,
VA. He was mustered out of the Ar-
my following the end of the war in
1783. He received a great welcome
upon returning home. Davis resided
on his family farm until sometime
between 1785 and 1788. He appeared
on the Springfield, Essex County, NdJ
tax rolls until 1785. In 1788, he ap-
peared in the Washington County, PA
tax rolls. His wanderings were not
over. In 1800, he appeared on the
Morgan Township, Greene County,
PA tax rolls. Then sometime between

1800 and 1806, he moved to Butler
County, OH. He lived in Butler
County until his death in 1819. Da-
vis established a ferry service on the
Miami River, between Brownstown
and Trenton Township, Butler Coun-
ty, OH. On 27 Mar 1819, Davis’s
sixtieth birthday, the site of the fer-
ry was the scene of a great tragedy.
The river was a swollen and rushing
torrent. His son, Aaron, had been
called upon to pilot a boat down the
river to Cincinnati, leaving him in
sole charge of the ferry. A party
from Seven Mile, consisting of five
men: Captain Aul, Thomas Wilson,
William and Daniel Craig. Thomas
Thompson, a boy, the son of Aul, and
an unnamed young girl arrived at
the ferry. They came in a wagon
drawn by a team of horses and were
accompanied by a dog. When Davis
flatly refused to ferry the group
across the flooded river, the men
pleaded with him and even offered to
assist in the crossing. He finally
relented. Perhaps he was influenced
by the fact that Daniel Craig was his
son-in-law. However, he made the
stipulation that the girl was to wait
on the shore. The whole population
of Brownstown turned out to witness
the risky venture. The ferry consist-
ed of a flat bottomed boat propelled

by a system of ropes and pulleys
reaching from shore to shore. It oper-
ated by the force of the river pushing
sideways upon the boat. The inexpe-
rienced men attempted to take up the
slack in the rope and pulled too hard.
First one rope snapped, then the oth-
er, resulting in the boat’s capsizing.
The force of the current carried the
passengers toward the opposite shore
which prevented them from grasping
wood thrown to them by the onlook-
ers. The horses were pulled under by
the heavy wagon. The dog, in its fran-
tic efforts to save itself, pawed the
shoulders of the men, who were also
trying to swim, causing them to ex-
haust their feeble strength. One of
the Craigs tried to help his brother,
but both were lost. The young Aul
boy was saved by scrambling atop the
capsized boat. Thomas Thompson
was able to swim to shore. The other
four men and Davis were drowned.
The tragic accident took Davis on a
special birthday, but also deprived the
family of Daniel, their son-in-law.
Davis Ball and his wife, Mary, are
both buried in the Pioneer Cemetery
in Trenton, OH. Davis Ball set an
example of patriotism and military
service that was passed down to his
son, Stephen Ball (served in the War
of 1812), and grandsons, Davis W.
Ball and Orlando Ball. Davis W. Ball
served in the Mexican-American War
and Orlando in the Civil War.

Chapters report their various activi-
ties and participation in events dur-
ing the year which is used by the
NESSAR to compile the State Re-
port, and National uses these reports
to evaluate Chapter and State Socie-
ty performance throughout the year
and select Chapters and State Socie-
ties for awards and recognition,
based on their results.
The Americanism Award Report
lists activities external of the Chap-
ter and State Society in support of
SAR goals and objectives.

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OMAHA CHAPTER NEWS
The featured speaker in April was Dr.
Franklin Damann, who works for the
DPAA Forensics Lab at Offutt Air
Force Base. DPAA stands for Defense
POW/MIA Accounting Agency, and
their mission is to locate and identify
the remains of missing and unknown
servicemen from conflicts from WWII
to the present.
The DPAA’s mission statement reads
to “Provide the fullest possible ac-
counting for our missing personnel to
their families and the nation.” To
date, the U.S. has 83,000 military per-
sonnel unaccounted for, and 73,000 of
those are still from WWII.
They utilize both archeological recov-
ery, as well as disinterment of un-
knowns to distinguish remains to be
identified.
The forensics lab uses a very detailed
process and methods to be able to com-
pletely identify remains. The ID pro-
cess begins with historical evidence
(known plane crashes in an area,
known area of a sunken ship, etc., and
who may have been in the area with
specific equipment). They then will
use material evidence to help them
identify the loss incident and/or specif-
ic individuals for their work grid.
They can use serial numbers off of
guns, dog tag fragments, equipment
material, etc.
They next will use anthropological
analysis (sex, age, ancestry, stature,
trauma, individual traits, etc.). They
are also able to sometimes compare
post mortem and ante-mortem chest x-
rays. This has helped them identify
112 service members. DNA can also
be used to exclude individuals from a
short list, as DNA analysis has only
been around for a relatively short
while. The final method for identifica-
tion can be by Odontologists. Odontol-
ogists compare the dentition to the
ante-mortem dental records, to help
determine the identity of the individu-
al.
Some of the bigger projects that the
lab is working on include identifying
remains from the Korean War, which
account for 7300 still unknown. The
USS Oklahoma is also a very large
project for them to accomplish. In one
project they began disinterring 400
unknowns that were buried in only 62
caskets in 46 gravesites. The first
disinterment, in 2003, identified 94

casket. As of 2015, all caskets had
been disinterred, and they are working
to identify all who were buried there.
In 2018, they were able to identify 203
individuals, through their lab, and so
far this year, they have identified 73
unknown service members. Thank
you to Dr. Damann and the DPAA fo-
rensics lab, for all of the great work
they are doing.
